Positive Thinking and Explore Options

* Rationalise and replace negative thoughts. Redirect your attention to the
different options that are available for you. Keep things in perspective.
Remember that the A-Levels are just one part of your life journey and not
the destination.

Seek Support

* Be aware of signs of distress and look for support from a trusted adult and
persons around you. Connect with teachers, the School Counsellor or the
Education and Career Guidance Counsellor for guidance on your next
steps.
